QUESTIONS FOR CONSIDERATION WHEN RESEARCHING RESISTANCE FIGHTERS AND RIGHTEOUS GENTILES.  You will not be able to answer all of them but they should serve as a good guide for your research.
The “Person” is referred to as “He”.

1. Name of the resistance fighter/righteous Gentile and correct pronunciation.
2. What did he do that made him a hero?  What was his job if he worked in an organized group of resistance fighters?  Describe the process, if possible.  
3. In what country did he live?  What was his religion?
4. What was the ethnicity of this person (religion)?

5. Is he still alive today?  Did he survive the War?

6. Did he ever go to a Concentration Camp and if so, which one?  What obstacles and difficulties did he face?  If he entered a camp, did he go with any relatives?  What did he do in the camp?  Did he escape the concentration camp?  If yes, was he in the Concentration Camp?
7. Did he die trying to save the Jews?

8. What was his occupation before this activity and while he was a resistance fighter?

9. If he was a resistance fighter, what was the group like?  Who else was in the group?

10. Was he ever in any life or death situations?

11. Did he ever move to the U.S. or other developed country?

12.  If he saved any Jews during the Holocaust, share information about their lives.

13. Did he come in contact with Nazis?  How?
14. Did he ever find the Jews he saved after the War?

15. Has he seen a resistance fighter executed?

16. What were the occupations of the people saved?

17. Were the Nazis ever close to finding the Jews he hid?

18. How many people did he save?

19. Did he ever want  to “rat out” a resistance fighter?
20. What reasons did he have for saving Jews?

21. Did he think it is worth living in fear to save the people’s lives he saved?

22. How many times did he encounter Nazis and had to lie?

23. Was he a resistance fighter?

24. Was anyone in his family harmed by the Nazis because he hid Jews?

25. How long did he hide people?
26. What were the Jews’ feelings about him?

27. How did the people in hiding occupy their time?
28. Were the Jews in hiding afraid?

29. How long was his country Nazi-occupied?

30. Did the people he hid survive … actually survive after the War?

31. How old was he when he died?  How old was he when he hid Jews?
32. Was anyone in his family killed due to the Holocaust (shot or starvation)?

33. If he was asked to hide the Jews, did he have to think about it or did he decide immediately?

34. Was there ever a battle in his town?

35. What life lessons did he learn?

36. Did heever second guess yourself about saving the people or hiding the people he did?  Did he second guess himself after seeing a resistance fighter executed?

37. Provide your impression of the person you researched.
