Project Title:  Advocating for the right choice against the use of tobacco, alcohol and marijuana

Students will:

· Create a pamphlet using Microsoft Publisher.

· Take notes on their specific topic.

· Apply prior knowledge to new situations.

· Analyze and synthesize information.

· Communicate their findings, using good presentation skills, to persuade the audience not to use tobacco, alcohol and marijuana.
