Reading Your Child’s Progress Report
Beginning with this quarter, progress reports take on a new look at HKMS.  Some of the features of the new progress reports are detailed below:
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(1)	The student’s letter grade and average appear near the top of the report for each class
(2)	General comments about the student’s overall performance (if any) appear next to the average.
(3)	Next there is a list of individual assignments for the quarter, including a description of the assignment, the grade received and any comment the teacher may have made about the assignment.
(4)	Finally, you will see the average the student has in each assessment category (e.g. quizzes, tests, homework, etc … ). 
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
