BACKGROUND:

In class we have studied how Great Britain’s taxation policies and laws impacted their relationship with the colonists during the revolutionary era.  Remember, under the idea of mercantilism, the British expected the colonies to serve and aid the motherland.

With a partner, your task is to create a 1 PAGE colonial newspaper (using Microsoft Word) detailing the problems associated with British tax laws.  At the same time, you want to educate fellow colonists about Great Britain’s unjust actions and encourage support for the growing American independence movement.

YOUR NEWSPAPER MUST INCLUDE:
A. A NEWSPAPER NAME and an appropriate DATE.
B. One descriptive NEWS ARTICLE which informs fellow colonists about an unjust British tax law (Navigation, Sugar, Stamp, Townshend, or Intolerable Acts) or related event (Boston Massacre or Boston Tea Party) and explains why it is important for all colonists to support the American independence movement.
· **REMEMBER THE “5 W’s”( WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, WHY (EXPLAIN!!)**
C. One “SPOTLIGHT” SECTION about a prominent American colonist and his or her role in gathering support for the American independence movement.  (Hint ( explain your person’s “5 W’s”)
D. At least ONE QUOTATION for BOTH the news article & “spotlight” sections.  One quote may be referenced from our textbook; however the 2nd MUST be creatively developed by you.
E. One HAND-DRAWN ILLUSTRATION & CAPTION which helps inform readers about the newspaper’s main message, descriptive news article, or “spotlight section.”
